Lack of Structural Sense for Engineer because of computer usage

In the recent interview with young engineers of 2 to 5 years of experience, the statement surface often.

The statement was like this'

"Young engineers today lack structural sense because of the extensive use of computer".

This statement only applies to engineers who lack interest in Engineering, more for the Engineers Asia than the Engineers of the West who chose to study engineering because of interest (despite the fact that they are relatively less bright compared with own society : less bright because on the average the better students here study engineering whereas in the west the better students chosen various discipline  ).

Engineer today can easily built more structural sense by trying the various combinations in a structure using computer software.  

For example, in a frame calculation, we can model the frame with varies member configuration, support type, foundation settlement, different material.  The work in one  days using computer may be equivalent to 1 month using hand calculation.  That also, if you hand calculation gives error, you will get wrong concept.  If an engineer still keen, he can try to do hand calculation in the weekends and test the calculation with the computer analysis, in this way, the computer acts as a senior who check the calculation.

Computer actually helps in building structural sense and not destroys structural sense.  The catch is that the engineers, generally are not delicate
